Å1851ï1890: Establishment of constituent colleges

ÅImperial College London founded in 1907 through merger of three 
older institutions

ïCity and Guilds College

ïRoyal College of Science

ïRoyal College of Mines

Å1988-2000: Growth through mergers with smaller institutions

Å2007

ïCeased being an independent constituent part of the University of London

ïGranted a new royal charter declaring Imperial an independent university

ïCelebrated its centenary
